7. Dressage Test and arena sizes: ON-2010 USEF Novice – Test B-Sm. BN-2010 USEF. Beginner 
Novice Test A-Sm. Pre-Elementary - USDF Walk Trot Test B (2007) Arena: Sand or grass to be determined by 
weather conditions.

8. Cross Country: Novice - 1,700 m @ 300 mpm max./ BN 1,700 m @ 250 mpm max./ Pre-Elementary 
1,000 m @ 200 mpm max. All courses: N/BN: Average for horses with some experience at these levels. 
Pre-Elementary: Easy, good for first time at this level. All courses are run through the woods on cart paths. Footing 
is excellent.

9. Other Information: Cross country course is closed until the course walk. Levels may be divided/
combined as entries warrant. The maximum number of entries in a division is 40 riders. Food and water available on 
grounds. Dogs must be leashed.
